Car Versus Pedestrian Crash 

 

On Tuesday, March 19, 2024, at 5:39 p.m., Waukesha County Communications received 
multiple 911 calls for a car versus pedestrian crash on Waukesha Avenue in the Village of 
Sussex.   
 
The driver of the striking vehicle is a 50-year-old female from the area.  The driver stayed on 
scene and is cooperating with the investigation.  The pedestrian struck is a 57-year-old female 
from the area.  The pedestrian sustained serious injuries and was transported to a local 
hospital by Flight for Life. 
 
The investigation is ongoing, and the area will be shut down for multiple hours.  The Waukesha 
County Sheriff's Department would like to thank the Village of Sussex Fire Department, 
Wisconsin State Patrol, and Flight for Life with their assistance.  
 
This incident remains under investigation by the Waukesha County Sheriff's Department and 
Wisconsin State Patrol.
