Ben Jones gave a report on infectious diseases and an update on exercise guidance from the
Centers for Disease Control. Ebola is still occurring in the Republic of Congo, as well as a
measles outbreak. Measles is also occurring in the U.S., with over 1000 cases reported.
Regulations have been issued for EMS personnel after an exposure to measles. CDC is
working on the guidance for exercises related to pandemics. Waukesha County Public
Health will shift its focus on upcoming exercises to pandemics while continuing to maintain
plans for an anthrax event.
