


Ordinance 173-0-099 was presented for action. [ Amend The District Zoning Map Of The

Agricultural And Residential Estate District To The R-1 Suburban Single Family Residential 
District (RZ32)]. 

Supervisor Hammitt moved to approve Ordinance 173-0-099. Supervisor Batzko seconded 
the motion. The Board was polled and twenty-three (23) votes were cast "aye". The 
ordinance passed unanimously. 

Ordinance 173-0-100 was presented for action. [ Amend The Waukesha County Shoreland And 
Floodland Protection Ordinance District Zoning Map Of The Town Of Waukesha And The 
District Zoning Map Of The Town Of Waukesha Zoning Code By Revising The Conditions Of 
A Previous Conditional Rezoning (Enrolled Ordinance No. 171-35), For Certain Lands Located 
In Part Of The SW V. Of Section 29 And Part Of The NW V. Of Section 32, T6N, R19E, Town 
Of Waukesha (RZ7)].
