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COUNTY BOARD OVERWHELMINGLY SUPPORTS EXECUTIVE BUDGET WHICH
REDUCES COUNTY TAXES ON MEDIAN VALUED HOME

WAUKESHA, Wis. — The Waukesha County Board of Supervisors passed the County Budget
today by a vote of 23-2. County Executive Dan Vrakas released the following statement
regarding the passage:

“This year, through a 3.8% reduction in overall spending, a County homeowner with a median
valued home will see a $2 decrease on the County portion of their tax bill, and the taxes required
to operate Waukesha County government will remain among the lowest in the state. In fact,
Waukesha County will continue to have the lowest tax rate among our contiguous counties and
the very lowest tax rate in the entire state, among the few counties in Wisconsin, like Waukesha
County, without a county sales tax. Additionally, Waukesha County continues to be the lowest
per capita spending county in the state.

Waukesha County’s efficiency is further illustrated by the fact that we have significantly fewer
employees per one-thousand residents than similar sized counties.

Waukesha County is one of the fastest growing counties in the state, we have no county sales
tax, we continue to maintain our AAA/aaa Bond rating and we respect the Waukesha County
taxpayer. We’re able to do all of this because we seek out opportunities to collaborate, to cut
costs and operate with efficiency.

I would like to applaud County Board Chairman Paul Decker, Finance Chair Pat Haukohl and
the members of the County Board for passing a County Budget that reaffirms our commitment to
excellence.”
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
