 Functional Area Budget Highlights 
 
 

 
The Public Works Functional Area includes all Public Works Department funds outlined below including 
Airport Operations for the 2011 Budget.  The Public Works Department includes General Fund 
appropriations to provide architectural services, energy costs, and construction management and 
engineering for roadways and facilities, maintenance and housekeeping services, permit processing and 
traffic control.  The Transportation Fund includes all maintenance and repair services on the County 
Trunk Highway System and also provides appropriations for maintenance and repair of State Trunk 
Highways within the County, under contract with the State.  Also in the fund are transit service activities 
including commuter bus service to/from Milwaukee, plus limited intra-county bus service and program 
administration.  A Central Fleet Maintenance Fund provides for maintenance and repairs of County-
owned motorized equipment, and assists equipment users in making vehicle maintenance, repair and 
replacement decisions. The Vehicle/Equipment Replacement Fund was established to finance 
necessary and justified replacements of vehicles and major pieces of equipment. The Airport 
Operations/Development Fund is now part of the Department of Public Works, which maintains and 
operates, through a Fixed Based Operator contract, a reliever airport serving general aviation and 
business travel needs.  Not included in this functional area are Public Works related capital projects, (See 
Capital Projects Section) and major IT equipment replacements (from the End-User Technology Fund, in 
General Administration Functional Area Section). 
 
The 2011 expenditure budget for this functional area totals $29,514,344 after adjustments to exclude 
proprietary fund capitalized fixed asset items, a decrease of $25,536 or 0.1% from the 2010 Adopted 
Budget.  Budgeted revenues (including $862,412 of Fund Balance appropriations) total $19,140,004, a 
decrease of $224,781 or 1.2% from the previous year's budget.  The tax levy necessary to fund this 
functional area totals $10,405,362, an increase of $68,825 or less than 1% from the 2010 Adopted 
Budget.

 Functional Area Budget Highlights 
 
 

• The Airport is re-organized as a new division under the Department of Public Works in 2011.   

• Contracted housekeeping services help generate a net total cost savings estimated at $82,300 in the 2011 
Budget.  Housekeeping contracts and cleaning supplies increase $145,000 to reflect a shift from in-house 
housekeeping staff to more cost effective contracted housekeeping services.  Public Works General Fund 
operations include unfunding 3.00 FTE Building Service Worker II’s and unfunding 1.00 FTE Building Service 
Worker I with estimated cost savings of $227,300. This reflects a more cost effective use of contracted 
housekeeping services.   

• 3.00 FTE Maintenance Mechanic II positions are abolished and 3.00 FTE Maintenance Mechanics I positions are 
created to better reflect work responsibilities and duties. This results in an estimated cost savings of $15,000.  A 
Clerk Typist II position is reduced by 0.50 FTE for a cost savings of $24,500.     

• On-going energy costs are budgeted to decrease by a net of $155,100 in Public Works for building operations 
overall, including rate changes of 3.0% for electricity, -2.0% for natural gas and 8.0% for sewer and water.  The 
rate increases are offset by significant consumption reductions in electricity and water/sewer utilities as a result 
of recent investments in energy conservation.   

• Contracted building system maintenance services costs are able to be reduced by $66,500 in 2011 reflecting 
changes in service levels based on Public Works and Purchasing staff working more closely together to fine-tune 
services and vendor costs plus internal staff providing some maintenance work that would have otherwise been 
contracted.   

• The building improvement maintenance plan totals $1,084,500.  This is a $243,500 increase in maintenance 
funding from the previous year’s plan. The maintenance plan is funded by $650,000 of County Tax Levy and 
$434,500 of General Fund Balance for one-time projects.  General Fund Balance will be phased down in future 
years to provide funding for the building improvement maintenance plan. 

• General Transportation Aids (GTA) are reduced 1.8% or $97,000 to about $5.3 million. This is a contributing 
factor towards the need to provide a $283,000 increase in Tax Levy for maintenance of County roads which is 
mainly due to a personnel cost increase of $130,000 or 4.7% due to cost to continue for 39.18 FTE staff and an 
increase of about $45,000 in worker’s compensation mainly based on prior year claims experience. 

• State reimbursement revenue for maintaining State roads decreases $281,400 or 5.9% from the 2010 budgeted 
level.  This reflects a lower level of (Summer) service requested for State Highways in 2010, which is anticipated 
to continue in 2011.  As a result, 3.00 FTE State funded Patrol Worker positions are unfunded and overtime is 
decreased by 978 hours for a reduction in personnel costs of $240,500.  Vehicle fuel and maintenance, 
equipment, and materials costs for State road maintenance work is also reduced by $40,900 to reflect the 
estimated lower levels of maintenance and related State reimbursement revenue. 

• Salt expenditures decrease $14,980.  This includes a 3.0% decrease in the rate from $54.10 per ton to $52.48 
per ton based on the State contract.  Salt tonnage is budgeted at the 2010 level of 16,400 tons for County use 
and 7,000 tons of salt are budgeted which are to be purchased by municipalities. 

• The Central Fleet Maintenance budget includes an average service rate increase of 2.2% for all customers.  Fuel 
is assumed to average $3.00 per gallon, unchanged from the 2010 budget. The markup for fuel is being 
increased $0.01 to $0.21 per gallon in 2011.  This represents a small amount of additional revenue (about 
$4,100), which will help partially offset expenses associated with the State-mandated COMM10 regulation 
related to fuel tanks and pumps. Due to the decrease in State Highway operations work and associated 
revenues to be more in line with actual work loads, 0.50 FTE of a vacant Mechanic I position is unfunded 
($40,300). 

• The Vehicle Replacement Fund includes the purchase of 2011 replacement squads and 2012 replacement 
squads as Ford Crown Victoria squads which are expected to be discontinued at the end of 2011. Therefore, the 
2012 replacement Crown Victoria squads will be purchased at the end of 2011 and not be put into service until 
2012.  These squads’ useful lives will not be changed nor will the future replacement dates be modified.  As the 
majority of the Sheriff’s Department squads are Crown Victorias, the purchase of the 2012 replacement Crown 
Victoria squads will allow the Department to use existing equipment (cages, seat covers, light bars, rifle racks, 
etc.) and repair practices while evaluating other chassis options.1   

• County Tax Levy support for transit services increases $15,000 to $842,700.   Transportation Fund Balance of 
$78,000 is budgeted for expenses related to fuel adjustment clauses in vendor contracts and one-time van pool 
costs.  Due to low performance and high cost, route 218 (which serves the New Berlin industrial park) is being 
eliminated.  No fare increases are proposed in 2011.          

• The Airport Tax Levy is unchanged at $192,563.  This includes flat revenues ($529) due to the lack of additional 
land leases, a minor decrease in hanger vacancy rates, and a decrease in fuel flowage reflecting the downturn in 
the economy.  Expenditures remain in line due to favorable experience with the new snow removal contract and 
lower utilities costs.  One time expenditures in the 2010 Budget for a sustainable marketing plan ($45,000) and 
building demolition ($35,000) are eliminated along with the corresponding reduction in the use of one time Airport 
Fund Balance for these expenses.

In order to evaluate utility performance the Department will track and monitor utility usage by building on a 
square foot basis. This allows the Department to use the lowest common denominator cost/square foot as 
a benchmark. The graphs below give a quick comparison of utility usage by building. There can be 
numerous reasons why building utility performance varies or is higher than average, but the important 
thing is to investigate why and implement physical or operational changes if needed. Examples of factors 
that impact utility usage include 24-hour operations, support of full time populations, inefficient equipment 
or operational procedures.

Program Highlights 

Staffing levels for this program continue at the same levels as 2010. Staff is responsible for the 
administration of contracts required for the operations of the building systems. Staff continues to work 
closely with the Purchasing Division to determine the most effective and economical level of contracted 
service for the buildings, resulting in some decreased costs for maintenance service contracts.  In 
addition, reductions in contracted services reflect a general trend towards some maintenance being 
conducted by internal staff.  A decision was made in 2009 to contract with Central Fleet for the 
maintenance of the campus generators.  This change has reduced the overall costs of generator 
maintenance and has provided a more efficient service level.  This cost is budgeted in Interdepartmental 
Charges and explains part of the increase in this area. Maintenance contracts, budgeted in operating 
expenses, include: controlled access maintenance; elevator service; chiller and boiler maintenance; and 
sprinkler/fire alarm testing.  Interdepartmental charges include budgeted insurance charges of about 
$106,700 and security services for public entrance budgeted at $27,000.

Program Highlights 

 

Revenues in this program area are received from other county departments for maintenance services 
provided to their department. These revenues are from enterprise funds or other special revenue funds 
that receive outside revenue sources for their expenses.  
 
In order to better reflect current work duties, 3.0 FTE Maintenance Mechanic II are abolished and 3.0 FTE 
Maintenance Mechanic I are created, for a cost savings of approximately $15,000.  Extra Help, at a level 
of 0.23 FTE, continues to be budgeted for a student intern to assist with integrating building design files 
with the Facilities Management software. Operating expenses are remaining consistent with the 2010 
budget.   Expenditures include materials and supplies required to maintain the exterior and interior 
County buildings, including wall coverings, flooring, and roofing. Also included are materials for the 
heating, cooling, plumbing and electrical systems in all the buildings. Expenses are increasing due to 
increased costs of materials. Interdepartmental charges include the cost of vehicle repair, usage and 
replacement; insurances; telephone and copier replacement charges.

Revenues in this program reflect recovery of Mental Health Center costs through the Mental Health 
Center budget.  One Building Service Worker I and three Building Service Worker II positions are being 
unfunded in 2011. The savings from these unfunded positions of $227,300 will be used to help offset the 
costs of additional contracted housekeeping service and cleaning supplies of $145,000, resulting in a net 
tax levy savings of $82,300 for 2011.  Housekeeping supervisory staff is the primary point of contact for 
communication from other county personnel for all housekeeping concerns. Contracted cleaning services, 
budgeted at just over $530,500, are used to clean the Mental Health Center, the Public Health Center, a 
portion of the Juvenile Center, a portion of the Human Services Center, the Administration Center and the 
Highway Operations building and substations.  Additional contracted space will be added in 2011, 
however, exact locations have not yet been determined.  2011 is the last year of the three-year 
housekeeping contract.

General Transportation Aids (GTA) are budgeted lower than the 2010 budget. In addition to being 
budgeted in the Traffic Control budget, GTA revenues are also budgeted in the County Highway 
Maintenance budget and the Engineering budget.  General Fund Balance of $20,000 is budgeted for one-
time expenses related to traffic engineer consulting.   
 
Staffing levels are remaining stable from the 2010 base. The budget includes $120,000 for traffic signal 
electricity costs. This assumes a 7% increase from the 2009 rates. Due to a change in the purchasing 
contract for sign posts, the minimum order is now a two year inventory.  This change was done in order to 
secure a guaranteed low price for two years and reflects one half year cost of sign posts ($16,000) 
compared to a full year expense. Signal maintenance costs are budgeted at $65,000, the same as the 
2010 base. These costs include cabinet maintenance and Digger’s Hotline charges. Signage is budgeted 
at $40,000 and pavement-marking materials are budgeted at $140,000.  This budget includes funds for 
the replacement of two traffic counters.  The 2011 budget includes $28,000 for traffic engineer consulting 
and contracted services fees.   This will be used to perform capacity analysis of signalized intersection, 
assist with traffic signal timing, field implementation of signal timing, and other traffic signalization work 
related to highways.

Permit fee charges will increase in 2011 according to the schedule on the following page.  This increase 
follows the cycle of increasing fee charges every two years. Due to the unknown nature of the types of 
permits being requested and the number of permits that may be requested, revenues for utility permits 
are budgeted at the same level as 2010, however access permit revenues are being decreased by 
$20,000.

Program Highlights 

Revenues include administrative reimbursement for the Local Road Improvement Program (LRIP). This 
revenue is received every other year; however one-half of the revenue is budgeted every year to provide 
for a more stable revenue budget from year to year. Other revenues include the sale of plans to 
contractors that may bid on projects.   
 
Personnel costs are decreasing from 2010 to 2011. One-half of a Clerk Typist II position is being 
unfunded in 2011, however, since only 0.85 FTE of this position is budgeted in Administration, there is 
only 0.42 FTE reduction showing here.  The remaining reduction is in the Permit Process program.  Extra 
Help of 0.15 FTE is included in the 2011 budget to assist with special projects such as redesigning the 
website design and file system management.  Operating expenses include funds for general office supply 
purchases; postage and printing costs for the department; funds for employee bus passes for the Clean 
Air Compliance program; and funding for staff professional development.

 Program Highlights 
General Transportation Aids (GTA) are decreasing by over $78,000.  This represents a portion of the 
budgeted GTA revenues in the Public Works budget.  Traffic Control and Engineering in the General 
Fund also include GTA revenues.  Charges for Services represent revenues received from municipalities 
for the purchase of salt and pavement marking services.  The quantity of salt sold to municipalities is 
planned to be 7,000 tons and the markup/handling fee charged to municipalities is anticipated to remain 
the same in 2011.  Interdepartmental Revenues represent the reimbursement from the State for salt and 
equipment storage and radio reimbursement.  Also included are revenues for work done for other county 
departments such as tree trimming, mowing or changing light bulbs in the parking lots.   Other revenues 
represent insurance reimbursements due to accidents and sale of scrap metal or small equipment not in 
the replacement plan.  The 2010 budget included Fund Balance to offset the one time payment to the 
Village of Butler for cost share of design services for the CTH K Rehabilitation project which is being 
completed in partnership with the Village of Butler.  The construction costs of this project were funded 
with American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) funds.

Personnel Costs are increasing by $130,073 to $2,886,084.  The County workforce is remaining stable 
from 2010 with a slight increase in the amount of overtime budgeted in 2011.   Extra Help continues to be 
budgeted for three summer interns.  The State shares in these costs.  

Operating Expenses are decreasing by $75,439 to $1,842,027.  Salt is one of the largest expenditures in 
this area and totals about $1,288,000.  The 2010/2011 salt contract price is $52.48 per ton which is lower 
than the 2009/2010 contract price of $56.26 per ton.  The 2011 budget assumes approximately 16,400 
tons of salt used on County roads and 7,000 tons of salt purchased by local municipalities.   Other 
operating expenditures are remaining relatively stable from the 2010 budget base.  These expenditures 
include:  landfill and waste disposal costs of $75,000; sand expenditures of $25,000; plowblade 
expenditures of $70,000; utility costs of $202,500; roadway materials such as cold/hot patch, gravel, 
sand, cement, guardrail, and culvert pipe $120,000; and contracted roadway repair including rental of 
equipment $37,500. 

Interdepartmental Charges include charges for computer maintenance/replacement; insurance, including 
workers compensation; radio services; vehicle repairs, fuel and replacement; and telephone costs.  The 
largest increases in this appropriation unit are for Workers Compensation and General Vehicle Liability.  
The 2011 charge to County Highway Maintenance is about $154,500 or a $47,000 increase from the 
2010 budget.  These costs represent a portion of the total Workers Compensation and General Vehicle 
Liability costs for Highway Operations.  The other portion is budgeted in the State Highway Maintenance 
Budget.  The total vehicle costs for the Highway Operations program are remaining stable from the 2010 
base.  The County share of vehicle costs is increasing about $50,000.1  This is due to the State reducing 
their level of service in 2011 and the costs of maintaining the equipment being shifted to the County 
budget.

Program Highlights 
 

The State Highway Maintenance program of the budget is a non-tax levy supported program. All 
expenses are approved and reimbursed by the State. 
 
The 2011 Budget is based on the State’s 2010 Routine Maintenance Agreement (RMA).  The 2010 RMA 
is approximately $500,000 lower than the previous 2009 RMA. Although the Department does not have 
an RMA for 2011, the budget reflects the same level of service in 2011 as the 2010 RMA.  Because 2010 
was not budgeted to the full level of the 2010 RMA, the reduction for 2011 is $281,000, not the full 
$500,000.  
 
As a result of the State’s change in level of service, 3.00 FTE Patrol Worker positions are being unfunded 
in the 2011 budget.  This budget now reflects 23.00 FTE Patrol Workers on State crews.  Consistent with 
the State’s requested level of service, the overtime budget is decreasing by 0.47 FTE (or 978 hours) in 
2011.  This budget continues the State’s desire to have a second shift, winter maintenance force on the 
busier roads. This second shift operation, which includes four patrol workers and one crew leader, will run 
approximately November 1st through March 31st.

Transit Services 

County-Wide Key Strategic Outcome:  An economically vibrant county 

Program Description 

Through contracts with the private sector, this program provides bus service to address the mass transit 
needs of employers and employees commuting between Waukesha County and its neighboring counties.  
Currently the Waukesha County Transit System primarily operates commuter, parallel to and along the I-
94 Oconomowoc-Waukesha-Milwaukee corridor, although services also exist between the southern and 
eastern tier communities and the Milwaukee Central Business District (CBD) and University of Wisconsin-
Milwaukee (UWM).  

Fixed bus route services extend eastbound into Milwaukee County as traditional ‘commuter’ services 
carrying workers to jobs in the Milwaukee CBD.  Non-traditional ‘reverse commuter’ services also exist to 
respond to the labor needs in Waukesha County, bringing workers from Milwaukee County into areas in 
Waukesha County where job density is high, especially in existing and developing industrial parks.  This 
fund also provides Paratransit services along the route 901 corridor serving the disabled population who 
are unable to utilize the fixed route service, as outlined in the 1990 Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA).

Program Highlights 
Waukesha Metro Transit administers the Waukesha County Transit program through a contract with the 
City of Waukesha. Funding from State and Federal sources is received directly by and paid to vendors by 
Waukesha Metro. State and Federal Revenues are anticipated to be reimbursed at a rate of 57.5% of 
gross expenses in 2011, which is the same as the 2010 budgeted level, however lower than the 2010 
actual level of 58.5%.  Other Revenue is reimbursement from Waukesha Metro for the costs remaining in 
the County budget that are eligible for State and Federal funding.   Fund Balance of $60,000 is budgeted 
for expenses related to the fuel adjustment clause in the applicable transit service contracts and $18,000 
to offset the van pool replacement costs and program administration.

Transit Services (cont.) 
The 2011 budget reflects funding for a full year of a van pool service.   This service is an alternative to a 
fixed bus route, and either the start or the end of the van pool route must be in Waukesha County.  This 
budget includes approximately $18,000 for van pool program expenses including vehicle replacement 
costs.   
 
One route has been eliminated in the 2011 budget due to low performance.  This is Route 218 serving the 
New Berlin Industrial Park.  There are no fare increases proposed in the 2011 budget.  Funds for a 
marketing program continue in the 2011 budget. This is a CMAQ funded program.  Approximately 0.10 
FTE of the Business Manager’s position continues to be budgeted in the 2011 budget.  Waukesha County 
continues direct responsibility for the maintenance of the park and ride lots at Goerke’s Corner, CTH G 
and Pilgrim Road.  The County Tax Levy contribution for this program is budgeted at $842,700, an 
increase of $15,000 from the 2010 Budget.

Program Highlights 

Central Fleet continues to provide repair and maintenance service to both internal departments and 
external customers. The Division continues to charge a separate rate to external customer, while 
maintaining services to internal customers. Revenue projections are based on a five year average of 
services provided to customers. Due to reductions in State maintenance practices, particularly mowing, it 
is anticipated that less repairs to equipment will be necessary, therefore interdepartmental revenues are 
decreasing in 2011. Other revenues include salvage revenues, oil recycling revenues and miscellaneous 
reimbursements.   

Personnel costs are increasing from the 2010 budget due to the plan to hire a student intern in 2011 to 
assist with the development of reports in the new version of the fleet maintenance software program.  This 
increase is offset by the unfunding of 0.50 FTE of a mechanic position (for a salary and benefits decrease 
of $40,300) due to a decrease in work volume.   Operating expenses are decreasing from the 2010 budget 
due to the anticipated reduction in need for parts and commercial repairs.  Major expenses include parts 
purchased for repairs and maintenance and the cost of commercial repair services.  Both of these 
expenditures are based on a five-year history of vehicle repairs and maintenance. Other expenditures in 
this appropriation unit include building maintenance costs; utilities; software maintenance; outside vendor 
costs; and small tools and supplies for the shop personnel.  Interdepartmental charges are higher than the 
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Central Fleet Fund Public Works Program 
 

2010 budgeted levels.  The increase is primarily due to computer replacement and maintenance charges 
resulting from the phasing in of the full cost of technology ownership based on the charging method 
recommended by Internal Audit.    

Other expenses in this appropriation unit include workers compensation, general vehicle liability 
insurance, property insurance, telephone charges, radio charges, and indirect cost charges.

Program Highlights 

The 2011 budget assumes the average wholesale price of fuel (diesel and unleaded) will be $3.00 per 
gallon in 2011.  This is consistent with the 2010 budget base.  Fuel usage is based on a five-year average 
of actual usage.  However, it is anticipated less fuel will be purchased by Highway Operations in 2011 
due to the reduction in State maintenance, therefore interdepartmental revenues are budgeted below the 
2010 budget.  The markup for fuel is increasing $0.01 per gallon in 2011.  This is the first increase since 
2005 and represents an additional $4,058 in revenues.  This increase is being used to partially offset the 
expenses associated with the State’s Administrative Rule to regulate fuel tanks and pumps (COMM10).  
$40,000 of Fund Balance is budgeted in 2011 to fund two fuel island re-builds associated with the 
COMM10 regulations.  Staff continues to work with Parks and Land Use staff to determine the long term 
budgetary and procedural impacts of COMM10 regulations.  Integrity testing of all the underground tanks 
will continue in 2011 and funds are budgeted for maintenance and repairs of the 18 sites. 
 
In an effort to keep the 2010 to 2011 rate increase below 2.5%,the 2011 Central Fleet Rates are as follows:

Statement of Purpose 

The Vehicle/Equipment Replacement Fund is an interest bearing Internal Service Fund established to finance 
necessary and justified vehicle/equipment replacements.  The County adopted a Vehicle Replacement plan 
for certain vehicles and contractor type equipment.  With the exception of certain utility vehicles, the Vehicle 
Replacement Plan will only include those items with a replacement cost of $7,500 or greater and a useful life 
of two or more years.  Contractor equipment includes unlicensed off-road vehicles, construction equipment, 
large maintenance tools and equipment, and other rolling stock.  The plan allows for the funding of 
replacements through contributions to the Replacement Fund by user departments with inflationary increases 
on replacements funded by investment income applied to the Fund.  Year-to-year fluctuations within the 
departmental base budgets will be reduced as a result of the plan.  Replacement decisions are based on 
usage, service, and cost issues.  A regular replacement cycle will keep the condition of the fleet at an 
optimum level reducing fleet maintenance costs and excessive out of service situations.

Vehicle Replacement Plan 

County-Wide Key Strategic Outcome:  Cost effective services delivered with competence and skill 

Program Description 

The Vehicle/Equipment Replacement Fund is an interest bearing Internal Service Fund established to 
finance necessary and justified vehicle/equipment replacements.  Departments retain ownership of their 
vehicles and are cross charged for the future replacement costs.   

Program Highlights 
Interdepartmental revenues are based on the depreciation of each vehicle in the replacement plan.  
Depreciation is assessed at one-half year charge for the acquisition and disposition years of a vehicle.  
Full year depreciation is assessed all other years. Depreciation increases are a result of increased 
valuation of vehicles in the plan and the first full-year depreciation charge on the 2009 vehicles. Initially 
depreciation is assessed on the budgeted value of the vehicle and then adjusted to account for actual 
acquisition costs. The actual acquisition cost tends to be lower than the budgeted cost, therefore lowering 
the overall depreciation charge.   2011 will be the final year of production for the Ford Crown Victoria 
squad cars.  A new body model of squads will require additional costs for the set up of all the equipment 
in the squads.   To determine which new squad model will best fit the needs of the Sheriff’s Department, 
the Fleet staff and the Sheriff’s staff will study the new models in 2011 and 2012, prior to making a 
purchase.  Therefore, the 2011 Vehicle Replacement budget includes the purchase of both the 2011 
replacement squads and the 2012 replacement squads which will all be the final production of the Ford 
Crown Victoria squads.  The 2012 replacement vehicles will be purchased at the end of 2011 and not be 
put into service until 2012, therefore their useful lives will not be changed or their future replacement 
dates modified. Other revenues are the estimated value received from the sale of retired vehicles at 
auction. This budget can fluctuate based on the number of and value of vehicles going to auction each 
year. Insurance allocations are based on a three-year experience history and are increasing about $1,800 
from the 2010 allocations.

Objective 1:  To effectively run the airport to maintain standing in the Federal Contract Tower program, thereby 
ensuring continued Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) subsidy for air traffic control personnel. 
Key Outcome Indicator:  To maintain a benefit/cost (BC) ratio of 1.0 or greater as conducted biennially by the FAA.  A 
ratio of 1.0 or greater ensures full funding.  A rating of less than 1.0 would place the airport in the Cost Sharing 
program and the County would be responsible for a portion of the air traffic control personnel salaries. 
 
Objective 2:  To have Crites Field comply with the suggested enhancements of the Transportation Safety 
Administration’s published General Aviation Security Guidelines point scale.  This point scale determines suitable 
measures to address security for a facility.  Objective is to implement those items/procedures applicable to our facility 
to remain ahead of any possible regulations. 
Key Outcome Indicator:  To implement/maintain the security enhancements associated with a facility rating of 45 or 
greater to ensure compliance with future general aviation security regulations that may be forthcoming.  
Enhancements equivalent to a rating of greater than 45 ensures that the airport is compliant with security 
recommendations of similar sized airports.  A number less than 45 means enhancements are needed to become 
recommendation compliant. 
 
Objective 3:  Monitor condition of runway and taxiway pavement to prolong useful life of pavement and reduce costs. 
Key Outcome Indicator:  To maintain a specific pavement’s PCI rating to 41 or higher.  Plan capital projects to replace 
pavement sections when PCI’s reach 56.  
PCI Ratings 86-100 Excellent, 71-85 Very Good, 56-70 Good, 41-55 Fair, 26-40 Poor, 11-25 Very Poor, 1-10 Failed.  
   
Objective 4:  Keep the airport open continuously regardless of severe winter conditions by adhering to the maximum 
two hour snow removal regulation as outlined in FAA Advisory Circulars 150/5200-30A and 150/5210-5B. 
Key Outcome Indicator:  To clear runway 10/28 within a 2 hour time frame during a snow event to ensure the airport 
remains open at all times.  2 hours or less clearance time keeps the airport open, over two hours clearance time 
could mean diversion of aircraft to other airports. 
 
Objective 5:  Development and implementation of an Airport marketing plan in order to generate additional business 
activities and reduce reliance on County Tax Levy. 
Key Outcome Indicator:  The development and implementation of the marketing plan resulting in the construction of 
new corporate and business hangars, an increase in airport operations, and an increase in fuel flowage.

Program Highlights 

Charges for services include revenues from, fuel sales, land leases hangar rental revenues, office space/dwelling 
revenues paid by the Fixed Base Operator (FBO) for exclusively leased county facilities, airport lease revenues paid 
by the FBO for exclusively leased ramp area and tie down fees.  Fuel volume projections are based on historic data.  
Volume began to drop in 2008 and continued through 2009.  Recent experience has leveled off as the economy has 
begun to stabilize and demand is anticipated to rebound gradually.  The FBO leased facilities and private hangar land 
leases are adjusted annually by the change in CPI which has been stagnant and will keep revenues at 2010 levels.  
Corporate hangar and terminal area land leases are also adjusted by the change in CPI but include a minimum 
increase.  The increases in these leases assist in offsetting the reduction in fuel revenues.  Other revenues include 
recoveries from the FBO for costs incurred for utilities, recoveries from the snow removal contractor for repairs to the 
snow removal equipment performed by fleet maintenance as well as recoveries for damages to lights and grounds.  
Estimated recoveries for 2010 are higher than budgeted due to recoveries from the previous contractor not being 
received in 2009.  The experience of this past winter with a new snow removal contractor resulted in fewer damages 
and anticipated recoveries for 2011 have been adjusted to reflect that experience.  Airport fund balance appropriation 
of $145,829 is used to offset depreciation expenses of non revenue producing assets funded with state and federal 
funds.  Fund balance is reduced $35,000 for the one time use for T-hangar demolition. County tax levy is reduced by 
$7,313 in this program area which results in a tax levy credit of $54,913 used to partially offset levy needs in other 
airport program areas. 

Overall budget expenditures for 2011 are reduced $42,824 or about 5.2%.  This includes estimated savings of 
$17,000 in snow removal and grass cutting expenditures from favorable contract bidding.  Additionally, a onetime 
expenditure of $35,000 for T-hangar demolition was budgeted in 2010.  Other reductions include budgeting closer to 
actual spending for utility costs based on past spending levels.  Interdepartmental charges will increase $4,277. 
The 2010 estimate has benefitted from the mild winter and new snow removal contract.  Year-to date snow removal 
expenses are $69,250.  Under the old contract with fixed monthly pricing the 2009 YTD expense was $137,590.

Program Highlights 

The revenue source for these program codes comes from the FBO lease for the airport fuel farm.  The 
lease rate is adjusted annually by the Consumer Price Index (CPI), which is stagnant.  County tax levy is 
used to balance this program budget and offset the difference between expenditures above revenues.  
Airport fund balance appropriation of $35,000 is used to offset depreciation expenses of non revenue 
producing assets funded with state and federal funds. 

The reduction in operating expenses of $3,310 is a result of the control tower voice switch being fully 
depreciated in 2011.
