Test Your Well Water Annually

Take care of what’s important to you.

Safe and clean water is one of the most important resources we have – for drinking, cooking and bathing.

But it’s up to the private well owner to test their water regularly, or when there is a change in taste, odor, or appearance to ensure the water is bacteriologically safe.

Water test kits are available at the Waukesha County - Environmental Health Division, 8:00 to 4:30 weekdays. We are located at 515 W  Moreland Blvd., AC 260, Waukesha WI  53188.  For more information call 896-8300.

Septic Tank Maintenance

All private sewage systems in Waukesha County that were issued sanitary permits on July 1, 1979, or thereafter, require periodic maintenance under Waukesha County Sanitary Ordinance 145-77.

While periodic pumping of the septic tank ( and lift pump tank, if applicable) will remove the solids from the tank, an inspection of the septic tank and its component parts is necessary to identify operational problems which may adversely affect the operation and longevity of the private sewage system.

According to this Department’s records, it has been at least two years (2) years since the private sewage system was either installed or last pumped.  As a result, maintenance of your private sewage system is due at this time.  As property owner, it is your responsibility to have the septic system pumped and inspected by a licensed septic tank pumper.  On the back side of this notice, please find a Waukesha County Maintenance Verification Card identifying the property scheduled for maintenance.  The Maintenance Verification Card is to be completed by a licensed septic tank pumper at the time of pumping and returned to this Department.

Under the enforcement provisions of Waukesha County Sanitary Ordinance 145-77, failure to submit the maintenance verification card within 30 days may result in the issuance of a citation and fine, or referral to the Waukesha County Corporation Counsel for legal action.
