Motion to Allow Secretary Batzko to Approve the Final Set(s) of Committee Minutes on Behalf of the

MOTION:  Hammitt moved, second by Grant to allow Secretary Batzko to approve the final set(s) of committee 
minutes on behalf of the committee.  Motion carried 7-0. 
 
Discuss and Consider Ordinance 170-O-101:  Year 2016 Approval Of Amendment To The Comprehensive 
Development Plan For Waukesha County (1A – Town Of Delafield Board And Plan Commission, Section 15, 
T7N, R18E, Town Of Delafield) 
Fruth was present and explained the request for this ordinance is from the Town of Delafield.  The town 
recently constructed a new town hall and fire station and would like to dispose of the parcel the old fire 
station stood on.  The parcel would be slated for single family residences. 
 
MOTION:  Hammitt moved, second by Batzko to approve Ordinance 170-O-101.  Motion carried 7-0. 
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Discuss and Consider Ordinance 170-O-102:  Year 2016 Approval Of Amendment To The Comprehensive 
Development Plan For Waukesha County (2A – Carroll University, Section 22, T6N, R18E, Town Of Genesee) 
Fruth explained Carroll University would like to acquire 11 acres of land to potentially create expanded upland 
areas including woodland or prairie restoration. 
 
MOTION: Mitchell moved, second by Highum to approve Ordinance 170-O-102.  Motion carried 7-0. 
 
Discuss and Consider Ordinance 170-O-103:  Year 2016 Approval Of Amendment To The Comprehensive 
Development Plan For Waukesha County (3A – Johanssen Farms, LLC, Section 35, T8N, R19E, Town Of 
Lisbon) 
Fruth explained the change is to accommodate storm water facility use and residential. 
 
MOTION: Batzko moved, second by Grant to approve Ordinance 170-O-103.  Motion carried 7-0. 
 
Discuss and Consider Ordinance 170-O-104:  Year 2016 Approval Of Amendment To The Comprehensive 
Development Plan For Waukesha County (4A – Soli Deo Gloria, LLC, C/O Petra Dekan, Section 1, T6N, R17E, 
Town Of Ottawa) 
Fruth reported the area is a 20-acre parcel previously owned by Ladd Lake.  The new owner would like to use 
the property as open space use for hunting or new home construction.  
 
MOTION:  Hammitt moved, second by Mitchell to approve Ordinance 170-O-104.  Motion carried 7-0. 
 
Discuss and Consider Ordinance 170-O-105:  Amend The Waukesha County Shoreland And Floodland 
Protection Ordinance District Zoning Map Of The Town Of Genesee And The Town Of Genesee Zoning 
Ordinance By Conditionally Rezoning Certain Lands Located In Part Of The SW ¼ Of Section 22, T6N, R17E, 
Town Of Genesee, Waukesha County, Wisconsin, From The A-5 Mini-Farm District (Town) And The A-2 Rural 
Home And C-1 Conservancy Districts (County) To The P-I Public And Institutional District (Town) And The P-I 
Public And Institutional And EC Environmental Corridor Districts (County) (SZT-1821) 
Fruth explained this ordinance would allow Carroll University to use the property for purposes yet to be 
determined. 
 
MOTION:  Mitchell moved, second by Hammitt to approve Ordinance 170-O-105.  Motion carried 7-0. 
 
Discuss and Consider Ordinance 170-O-106:  Amend The Waukesha County Shoreland And Floodland 
Protection Ordinance District Zoning Map Of The Town Of Mukwonago By Rezoning Certain Lands Located 
In Part Of The SW ¼ Of Section 18, T5N, R18E, Town Of Mukwonago, Waukesha County, Wisconsin, From 
The A-1 Agricultural, E-C Environmental Corridor And C-1 Conservancy Districts (Town) To The A-1 
Agricultural, E-C Environmental Corridor And C-1 Conservancy Districts (County) (SZ-1827) 
Fruth explained the ordinance is the process to formally establish zoning on this property.  He stated that a 
long-operating school located near Mukwonago but across the county line in Walworth County lost its lease 
on that property and wishes to build a new school in the Town of Mukwonago.  This is a nature based school 
in which the owner has already obtained grants and restored a prairie.   
 
MOTION:  Batzko moved, second by Schellinger to approve Ordinance 170-O-106.  Motion carried 7-0. 
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Discuss and Consider Ordinance 170-O-107:  Amend The District Zoning Map Of The Town Of Mukwonago 
Zoning Code By Rezoning Certain Lands Located In Part Of The SW ¼ Of Section 22, T5N, R18E, Town Of 
Mukwonago, Waukesha County, Wisconsin, From The A-1 Agricultural District To The P-1 Public District (ZT-
1829) 
Fruth explained the Mukwonago school district would like to use this 14-acre parcel for storage.  The property 
contains a barn and an outbuilding.   
 
MOTION:  Highum moved, second by Schellinger to approve Ordinance 170-O-107.  Motion carried 7-0. 
 
Discuss and Consider Ordinance 170-O-108:  Approve Thompson Property Acquisition 
Grimm stated this ordinance authorizes the Waukesha County Parks and Land Use Department’s Walter J. 
Tarmann Parkland Acquisition Fund to purchase 68.03 acres in the Town of Mukwonago. The negotiated 
selling price is $300,000 (approximately $4,400 per acre), and department management estimates related 
property acquisition costs of $6,000 for a total cost estimated at $306,000. There is sufficient expenditure 
authority remaining in the 2016 Tarmann Fund budget to cover land acquisition and related costs. 
 
The county has requested a letter of retroactivity from the State of Wisconsin Department of Natural 
Resources (DNR). The letter will allow the department to apply for Stewardship Grant Reimbursement in the 
future for approximately half of the land purchase, to partially offset the cost of this land acquisition.  
Responding to Schellinger’s question, Grimm stated because the grant has become more competitive and 
more challenging to acquire, the county may not be awarded the entire 50%. 
 
MOTION:  Batzko moved, second by Schellinger to approve Ordinance 170-O-108.  Motion carried 5-2.  Grant 
and Highum voted no. 
 
Discuss and Consider Ordinance 170-O-109:  Amend Budget To Accept Additional Home Investment 
Partnership (Home) Program Funds And Reduce Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) For The 2016 
Program Year 
Silva discussed this ordinance which modifies the 2016 Community Development Home Investment 
Partnership program (HOME) and Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) operating expenditure 
appropriations to match HUD approved HOME and CDBG program grant awards.  The 2016 HUD grant for the 
County’s HOME program is at $1,060,871 which is $70,078 more than the 2016 adopted budget appropriation 
of $990,793.  The 2016 HUD grant for the County’s CDBG program is $1,317,868 which is $12,292 less than the 
2016 adopted budget appropriation of $1,330,160.  The ordinance also authorizes subgrantee agreements 
necessary to cover allocations made by the County Executive, CDBG Board and HOME Consortium Board for 
the changes in funding.  This ordinance results in no direct tax levy impact. 
 
MOTION:    Schellinger moved, second by Hammitt to approve Ordinance 170-O-109.  Motion carried 7-0.
