The show will be held on August 25 and 26, 2012, at the Waukesha County Airport, and it will feature four top national aerobatics acts, a parachute performance team, and a wide array of vintage and contemporary military and civilian aircraft to represent the centennial of aviation in Waukesha County.  Dozens of aircraft will be on display, with many of them providing tours or rides, including the Experimental Aircraft Association’s B-17 “Aluminum Overcast” bomber from World War II.  

Tickets to the event are $10 per person for adults, $5 for children ages 10 – 17, free of charge for children ages 9 and under.  Advance tickets are now available at the discounted price of $7.00 per adult – a $3 discount – through the Wings over Waukesha website at www.wingsoverwaukesha.com. Online advance ticket sales will end just before the show on Monday, August 20 at midnight. 

The discounted tickets will also be sold at the Saturday morning Farmers Market in downtown Waukesha on Aug 4, 11, and 18.  You can also pick them up at Freeman Friday Night Live events on August 3, 10 and 17 at the ticket booth located in the five-corners intersection.

“This year’s air show and exhibits offer a ton of fun for the whole family, so we encourage everyone to save a few dollars and buy their tickets early online, at the Farmer’s Market or Freeman Friday Night Live,” said Kurt Stanich, Chairman of Wings over Waukesha.  “The kids’ area is expanded this year with more activities, and we’ll have speakers educating the public about the aircraft and the centennial of aviation in Waukesha County,” he added.

Guests can also purchase rides on the B-17 bomber through the Wings over Waukesha website.  “A B-17 ride is a fantastic way to experience what it was really like in World War II, and it’s a tremendous gift for a veteran who will really appreciate the sacrifices made by the B-17 pilots and crews,” said Stanich.

Wings over Waukesha has expanded its Saturday afternoon and evening program to include a live band, “Four on the Floor,” and a hot air balloon “glow.” The food and beverage tents will remain open along with the rest of the grounds until 9 p.m.
