Deadline: July 22, 2016. Waukesha County has a limit on the number of camper registrations. The quota is often reached before the registration deadline.  

Registration: All camp applications are accepted in the order received. Registration forms are available at Waukesha Co.  4-H website: http://waukesha.uwex.edu/4-h-youth-development/4-h-forms/  
Health/Behavior/Assumption of Risk Forms:  If you are a 4-H member, YOU MUST go to 4-H Online to complete the Healthy/Behavior/Assumption of Risk Forms before you register. For youth attending who are not 4-H members, there are the Healthy/Behavior/Assumption of Risk Forms available on the Waukesha County 4-H website. These forms must be completely filled out by the parent or guardian and should be handed in with registration form and payment.   These forms are required for each camper so print as many copies as needed. 

DO NOT pack your medication(s). You will need to check in with staff prior to boarding the bus to verify medical information/other forms, as well as to hand in medication(s). You should also alert staff to any medical conditions.

SAVE THE FOLLOWING INFORMATION
HOW TO GET THERE: Buses transport the campers to camp and return with them. Buses will load in the rear of the parking lot located on the North side of Moreland Blvd. across the street from the Waukesha County Administration Center, 515 W Moreland Blvd. Eat LUNCH before boarding the bus. Also send a filled water bottle with your child’s name on it- to be refilled often during camp.
