Do you want to meet new friends, have fun, and explore the forest, hills and caves of Upham Woods, near Wisconsin
Dells? Then join other 4-H members coming to Waukesha County 4-H Summer Camps. For additional information
about Upham woods camp: http://4h.uwex.edu/uphamwoods/.

At Junior Base Camp, there is swimming, boating, canoeing, archery, volleyball and crafts; evening campfires, songs,
skits, and a special theme program complete the day. Campers sleep in cabins on the hill. Base camp is led by teens
and chaperoned by adult volunteers from Waukesha County 4-H.

Senior Outpost Camp is for older campers looking for adventure. The group will set out from Base Camp and will tent
camp along the Wisconsin River, enjoying canoeing, swimming and hiking along with making campfire meals. The
Senior Outpost Camp is led and chaperoned by Waukesha County 4-H Adult volunteers.

4-H Summer Camps are directed by teams of volunteer Adult & Youth 4-H Leaders and by Waukesha County UW-
Extension Department Head Jerry Braatz.

Age as of July 1,2015:  9-18 yrs. old; Junior Base Camp: 9-14 yrs. old, and Senior Outpost Camp: 13-18 yrs. old.

Cost:  Junior Base Camp: $70.00 for 4-H Members / $165.00 for non-4-H Members - if space is available. (4-H
Member cost of $70 includes a $95 grant from the Waukesha County 4-H Leaders’ Association.)
Senior Outpost Camp: $70.00 (Open to 4-H Members ONLY! Contact the 4-H Office at 262-548-7774 if you
wish to become a 4-H Member and receive the discounted price.)

Cost includes bus transportation, all meals, lodging, program fees, insurance and miscellaneous supplies. Campers
may wish to bring additional money for postcards or souvenirs at camp.

Deadline: June 1, 2015. Waukesha County has a limit on the number of camper registrations. The quota is often
reached before the registration deadline.

Health/Behavior/Assumption of Risk Forms: These 2 forms are also available on the Waukesha County 4-H
website. These forms must be completely filled out by the parent or guardian and should be handed in with
registration form. These forms are required for each camper so print as many copies as needed.
DO NOT pack your medication(s). You will need to check in with staff prior to boarding the bus to verify medical
information/other forms, as well as to hand in medication(s). You should also alert staff to any medical conditions.
SAVE THE FOLLOWING INFORMATION
HOW TO GET THERE: Buses transport the campers to camp and return with them. Buses will load in the rear of the
parking lot located on the North side of Moreland Blvd. across the street from the Waukesha County Administration
Center, 515 W Moreland Blvd. Eat breakfast before boarding the bus. Pack a lunch (disposable container), as bus
stops at a rest stop on the way. Also send a filled water bottle with your child’s name on it- to be refilled
often during camp.
