5. Approval of October 29, 2015 Meeting Minutes  

 

D. Zimmermann moved to approve the minutes from the October 29, 2015 LLBMD 

Commissioners meeting as presented.  T. Largent seconded the motion.  There was no

6. Treasurer’s Report 

 

The Treasurer’s Report for February 25, 2016 was distributed to Commissioners.   

 

L. Morgan moved to approve the February 25, 2016 Treasurer’s Report as presented.  T. 

Largent seconded the motion.  There was no further discussion.  All were in favor.  Motion 

carried. 
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7. Payment Authorizations 

 

D. Zimmermann moved to approve the Payment Authorizations as presented.  T. Largent 

seconded the motion.  There was no further discussion.  All were in favor.  Motion carried. 

 

8. Presentation by John Kelliher, City of Oconomowoc Parks, Recreation & Forestry Director, 

Regarding Transient Boat Docking 

 

Bob Duffy, City of Oconomowoc Economic Development Director, was present in the absence of 

John Kelliher to provide information regarding a transient boat docking project at Veterans 

Memorial Park.  Calls had been received by the City regarding placement of two piers purchased 

and placed at the shoreline of the Community Center in the past year.  Area residents had 

expressed gratitude for providing alternative modes of transportation to the downtown area.  B. 

Duffy distributed an aerial map with a potential location of a pier extending from the shoreline of 

Veterans Memorial Park.  The City owned approximately 400 feet of frontage around the bend of 

the park near the flume.  A petition from residents and restaurants had been received regarding the 

desired pier placement and boat slips.  Logistics required resolution relative to the Parc on Lac La 

Belle housing project slated for a nearby area that would also include pier structures.  The 

currently proposed pier location might be adjusted after the Parc on Lac La Belle project was 

completed in order to allow full access to the American Legion Post property.  Discussions with 

DNR staff continued on this topic.  The City planned to manage the financing and construction of 

the proposed piers.  Funding opportunities could be further discussed once the final cost estimates 

were received by the City.  Discussion ensued regarding funding and possible pier placement.  An 

even distribution of the cost of the project between all municipalities on the lake was suggested as 

an equitable way to fund this project.  The construction timeline was questioned.  B. Duffy 

explained the City had funding appropriated with pier construction slated this year.  Discussions 

were taking place with potential funding partners during the planning phase of the project.  

Additional information on this matter would be provided at a future meeting. 

 

9. Update on Carp Telemetry Tag Purchase 

 

Action had been completed on this item with approval of the Treasurer’s Report and Payment 

Authorizations.  There was nothing new to report. 

 

10. Update on Navigational Buoys on Lac La Belle & Buoy Reimbursement Grant 

 

D. Bauer explained the issues with securing appropriate documentation for the Buoy 

Reimbursement Grant and navigational buoys.  Historic applications would be reviewed and he 

would work with past Commissioners to gather information.  Additional information would be 

available at the next meeting.

Currently 

only the male plant was believed to be in the region and the plant could not be transported by 

water fowl.  To date, no Starry Stonewort had been identified in Lac La Belle or Fowler Lake.
